 (Responsive) 
 Leader:  So  Sin came into the world through one man,  and death through sin, and so death spread to all 
 men because all sinned? 
 People:  Yes. But the free gift is not like the trespass.  For if we died through one man's trespass, 
 much more has the grace of God and the free gift by the grace of that one man Jesus  Christ 
 abounded for us. 
 Leader:  Are you saying that by one man's disobedience  the many were made sinners and by one man's 
 obedience the many are made righteous? 
 People:  Yes. For our sake He made Him to be sin who  knew no sin, so that in Him we might  become 
 the righteousness of God. 
 Leader:  Does that mean that one has died for all,  therefore all have died? 
 People:  Indeed, He died for us all, that we who live  might no longer live for ourselves but for Him 
 who for our sake died and was raised. 
 Leader:  What are we to understand from this? 
 People:  We are to understand, that since we have been  justified by faith, we have peace with God 
 through our Lord Jesus Christ. Through him we have also obtained access by faith  into this grace in 
 which we stand, and we rejoice in hope of the glory of God. Amen!
